Policy recommendations emphasized the need for regulatory frameworks to ensure ethical AI use, promote sustainable growth, and ensure equitable access to AI solutions. Key research gaps and emerging areas were identified, inspiring innovative projects and startups. The seminar raised public awareness about AI's potential and challenges through media coverage and the dissemination of findings, fostering informed stakeholder dialogue. The compilation and publication of 170 papers enriched the global knowledge base on AI applications, serving as a valuable resource for researchers and practitioners. Inclusivity was a key focus, empowering underrepresented groups to engage in AI-driven innovation. 
AI should be integrated into educational curricula to enhance AI literacy among students and educators. This will prepare future generations for an AI-driven economy.

Overall, the seminar enhanced participants' knowledge and skills, fostered collaboration and innovation, and advanced policy development, ensuring AI's ethical and equitable contribution to social and economic progress.
